Within the framework of the UNESCO Co-Sponsored Fellowships Scheme, a joint programme has been launched with L'ORÉAL with a view to promoting the contribution of young women - from all over the world - in research developments in the field of life sciences. L'ORÉAL has renewed its generous offer of 15 fellowships for deserving young women originating from UNESCO's Member States, who, through their enthusiasm and innovative research are making valuable contributions to further the development of life sciences. The award of the fellowships constitutes a key strategy through which impetus is being given to the enhancement of the role of women in devising scientific solutions to problems confronting humankind in the twenty-first century. 

The programme is designed to identify and reward fifteen deserving, committed and talented young women scientists, from all over the world, active in the field of life sciences. With a view to ensuring that a balanced geographical representation is made, a maximum of three young women, from each of the five geo-cultural regions of the world, will be awarded fellowships. Candidates must already be engaged in pursuing research at the doctoral or post-doctoral level in one or allied fields of life sciences including biology, biochemistry, biotechnology, and physiology. Projects involving animal models are rejected and preference is given to non cosmetic researches. Special attention will be given to candidatures from the Least Developed Countries (LDCs). 2. International Dissertation Research Fellowships

Application Deadline: November 2006 specific date to be announced
The International Dissertation Research Fellowship (IDRF) program provides support for social scientists and humanists conducting dissertation field research in all areas and regions of the world. Up to fifty fellowships will be awarded in the year 2006. The program is administered by the Social Science Research Council in partnership with the American Council of Learned Societies. Funds are provided by the Andrew W. Mellon Foundation. 

The IDRF awards enable doctoral candidates of proven achievement and outstanding potential to use their knowledge of distinctive cultures, societies, languages, economies, polities, and histories, in combination with their disciplinary training, to address issues that transcend their disciplines or area specializations. The program supports scholarship that treats place and setting in relation to broader phenomena as well as in particular historical and cultural contexts. 

Standard fellowships will provide support for nine to twelve months in the field, plus travel expenses. Individual awards will be approximately $20,000. In some cases, the candidate may propose fewer than nine months of overseas fieldwork, but no award will be given for fewer than six months. 

The fellowship must be held for a single continuous period within the eighteen months between July 2006 and December 2007.

African Doctoral Fellowships

The International START Secretariat announces this Call for Proposals for fellowships in support of outstanding young African scientists who are currently conducting research leading to the completion of a doctoral dissertation on global environmental change issues. The fellowships are supported through a grant to START from the Norwegian Agency for Development (NORAD). Following a peer review of applications, successful applicants will receive awards for up to two years of study and research leading to completion of a Ph.D. dissertation or for the final year of graduate study combined with one-year of post-doctoral research. Candidates must have completed at least one year of study toward a Ph.D. to be eligible for this award. Proposals should focus on some aspect of global environmental change1 in Africa. Awards will provide for tuition, research materials, and a small living allowance.

Eligibility Requirements

Applicants must be currently enrolled in a graduate degree program leading to a Ph.D. degree in an African university, and have completed one year of a doctoral study program. Applicants must have completed their Master's degree (or equivalent). Candidates must be 35 years of age at time of application or younger. Applicants must be pursuing a doctoral degree related to global environmental change issues pertinent to Africa.

Applicants are encouraged to submit complete application packages electronically. (If this is not possible, materials should be sent via fax.)

Applications received after the deadline or incomplete applications will not be reviewed.  Reviews will be conducted by members of the Pan-African START Committee and other qualified individuals.  Applicants will be notified, positively or negatively, by October 2006. Varying Deadlines
General Scholarships:  Open to Commonwealth citizens and British protected persons, permanently resident in any Commonwealth country other than the United Kingdom. Almost all awards are for taught postgraduate courses or doctoral study. Undergraduate awards are, however, available for residents of the Falkland Islands, Maldives, Seychelles and St Helena. 

Scholarships for Academic Staff: with effect from 2006 entry, the former Academic Staff Scholarships have been incorporated into the General Scholarships Scheme, for which a number of developing country universities are now invited to nominate candidates. Further information regarding General Scholarships can be found above. 

Commonwealth Academic Fellowships:  Support the cost of up to six months work in the United Kingdom, for staff of universities in certain developing Commonwealth countries. Applicants should have at least 5 years postdoctoral experience. 

Split-Site Doctoral Scholarships:  Available to those studying for a PhD in developing Commonwealth countries. The scholarships support attendance for one year at a UK university, under the joint supervision of a home country and UK supervisor. Applications are accepted directly from certain developing country universities, or from UK university departments which have an established link with a university in the developing Commonwealth. 

Scholarships by Distance Learning:  Since 2002, the Commission has offered scholarships by distance learning. These awards are based on specific courses in development related areas.

Professional Fellowships:  Offer opportunities for mid-career professionals to visit the United Kingdom for professional updating purposes. Fellowships last for an average of three months, and applications should be made by host organizations in the UK. Priority will be given to applications relevant to education, engineering, environment, governance, public health and technology. 

Commonwealth Shared Scholarship Scheme: The scheme is a joint initiative between the UK Department for International Development (DFID) and UK universities, to jointly support scholarships for students from developing Commonwealth countries who would not otherwise be able to study in the United Kingdom.

This new scheme aims to enhance the quality and impact of research addressing the goals of sustainable agriculture, improved natural resource management and food security in both the developed and less developed world. The scheme is intended to foster high-quality research that will contribute to the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals (MDG). These goals form a blueprint agreed to by all of the world’s countries and leading development institutions, and address issues such as the eradication of extreme poverty and hunger, combating HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases, ensuring environmental sustainability and developing global partnerships for development.

The purpose of the joint funding scheme is to support relevant high-quality basic and strategic biological and biotechnological research in crop science and sustainable agriculture that has the potential to contribute to the achievement of the MDGs, and which will establish productive partnerships between scientists in the UK and developing countries.  The emphasis of the scheme is on underpinning science, and it is not intended to support applied research that is directly oriented towards the development of specific products, processes or systems, and undertaken with a focus on its immediate practical application.

The research will be firmly rooted in the scientific priorities of developing countries and must have demonstrable relevance to the international.
